AGREEMENT RELATING TO THE ATTENDANCE OF A KNOWN SEX OFFENDER 
AT xxx LOCAL MEETING
1. I will never allow myself to be in a situation where I am alone with children/young people

2. I will not, at Meeting for Worship or other Quaker activity, place myself in close proximity to children or young people

3. I accept that one of the four Friends named below must be present if I am to attend meeting for Worship or other event, or accept invitations from Friends or attenders. 

4. I will obtain the agreement of [1st named Friend], or if this is not possible, one of the other four signatories, before joining any group activity or attending events arranged by the Meeting outside the regular Meetings for Worship

5. I will decline invitations of hospitality, and not attend, where there are children present

6. I will not contribute to the xxx Quaker website without the prior agreement of one of the four named Friends.

7. I understand that this agreement may be shared with Probation/Jigsaw to ensure that it does not conflict with any licence/Jigsaw conditions.
8. The signatories will be aware that I am subject to the Sex Offender Register. I accept that certain other people may need to be told of my circumstances, with my permission.

9. I understand that a named Friend may provide me with pastoral care if I want it. If others need to be involved, they must be informed of my situation, with my permission.

10. I will not attend any other place of worship without first informing my Probation Officer and one of the named Friends. 

11. I understand that, if I do not keep to this agreement, then I may be barred from attending this Meeting, and that in such circumstances the responsible Friend will inform the statutory Agencies.

12. I understand that this agreement will be reviewed every year by the named Friends and the Probation Service. I understand that it will remain in force for an indefinite period and that a review can be requested by any party.

IMPLICATIONS OF THE AGREEMENT FOR ELDERS, OVERSEERS AND 
CLERK OF CHILDREN/YOUNG PEOPLES' COMMITTEE

1. Elders must record when an agreement is due to be reviewed and make arrangements for this to happen before the expiry of the existing agreement.

2. The clerk of CYP committee will be informed of any known sex offender who attends Meeting for Worship and/or other Quaker activities.

3. The four named Friends, Elders, Overseers and clerk of CYP committee will discreetly monitor the behaviour of a sex offender during Meeting for Worship and other Quaker activities.

4. The first named Friend will be responsible for providing pastoral care to an offender, who will be provided with his/her phone number. In case the 1st named Friend is unavailable, another of the named Friends could be approached.

5. All records relating to an offender must be kept confidentially, and securely stored.

6. Any serious concerns about an offender's behaviour should be reported to the statutory authorities. (Names and contact details of Jigsaw police officer and Probation Officer to be provided.)

7. From time to time parents/carers need to be reminded to monitor their own children while involved with Quaker activities, and reminded that known sex offenders are not the only people who may cause a danger to children/young people.
